Responsibilities and obligations to Host a Community Coaching Clinic. 
 
1. Complete the application form and return it to the Manitoba Soccer Association 211 Chancellor 

Matheson Rd, Winnipeg, Manitoba R3T 1Z2 or fax it to 946-5797. 
 
2. For the sessions you should book a facility that has the following: 
 

a) A gymnasium to accommodate at least 30 people 

b) Outside, a lined soccer field with goals, or a gymnasium 

c) A classroom  

d) Washroom facilities 

e) Access from 8:00 A.M. until 5:00 P.M. 

f) 20 Soccer balls and 12 cones  

g) Set of coloured pinnies (10) 

h) A person from the hosting body to be present during the clinic 

i) Overhead projector and screen 

Host is responsible for all facility costs 

 
Please note: Neither instructors nor the Manitoba Soccer Association will be held responsible or liable 
for any damages incurred by participants or missing items from the facility.
